Pritzker School of Molecular 
Engineering turns a traditional engineering education on its head; the 
Marine Biological Laboratory in Woods Hole, MA, allows students to explore 
biodiversity in a location dedicated to scientific discovery; and two National 
Laboratories (Argonne and Fermilab) offer students close involvement with 
groundbreaking work in the fields of physics, engineering, and energy.
